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BACKGROUND & AIMS: Helicobacter pylori (H pylori) is a risk factor for Rheumatoid arthritis (RA), Systemic lupus erythematosus (SLE) , Sjögren syndrome, Inflammatory bowel disease( IBD). We investigated whether H pylori eradication is associated with RA, SLE, Sjögren syndrome and IBD risks in patients with peptic ulcer diseases. 
METHODS: This nationwide cohort study was based on the Taiwan National Health Insurance Database (NHID), which provided data on 87,005 patients who were the peptic ulcer diseases patients between 1997 and 2008 with a primary diagnosis of peptic ulcer disease and received H pylori eradication therapy. The patient population were divided into treatment(Tx) Hp and no Tx Hp eradication cohorts; standardized odd ratios (OR) were determined. 
Results: In total, 78768 patients received Hp eradication between 1997 and 2008. The numbers of RA patients were 86 patients, SLE patients were 45, Sjögren syndrome patients were 2, IBD patients were 54. The numbers of no Tx Hp patients were 8237; In the no Tx Hp group , the numbers of RA patients were 6 , SLE patients was 0, Sjögren syndrome patients was 0 , IBD patients were 7.

Those patients who received Hp Tx had higher risk than no Tx Hp patients (odd  ratio, 1.50; 95% confidence interval, 0.85-2.64; P=.05).
CONCLUSIONS: H pylori eradication is associated with increased risk of Rheumatoid arthritis (RA), Systemic lupus erythematosus (SLE) , Sjögren syndrome and Inflammatory bowel disease( IBD) in patients with peptic ulcer diseases.
