Case Presentation
    This 26-year-old otherwise healthy woman had been diagnosed as having asthma because of exertional dyspnea for two years. About one year ago, she suffered from hemoptysis during or few days before every menstrual period, and the chest radiograph showed migrating focal opacity and partial atelectasis, which resolved spontaneously. This time, she was admitted for pneumothorax and received tubal thoracostomy. Catamenial hemoptysis with hemothorax was impressed at first. After resolution of the pneumothorax, the chest tube was removed and computed tomography revealed an endobronchial tumor in the left main bronchus near the secondary carina. Broncoscopy revealed a hyperemic tumor with nearly total occlusion of the left main bronchus. She received sleeve bronchial resection and tumor remove. The pathology report supports the diagnosis of a low-grade mucoepidermoid carcinoma. After surgery, the bronchoscopy revealed no residual tumor and she recovered without further respiratory symptoms.
Discussion
      Pulmonary mucoepidermoid carcinoma is a rare disease and accounts for 0.2% of the lung cancer. The common finding is an ovoid or lobulated intraluminal mass. The clinical manifestations included cough, hemoptysis, wheezes and recurrent pneumonia relating to airway obstruction. The differential diagnoses include pneumonia, asthma, atelectasis and right middle lobe syndrome. Radical tumor resection is main treatment. Age, staging and grade were prognostic factors. We present a case initially presented with catemenial hemoptysis, which misleading the initial diagnosis. She recovered after tumor resection without residual tumor and symptoms.
